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REPLY:

(1)(a)
The new Injaka Purification Works, with a capacity of supplying five megalitres of water per day, will supply the following villages in and around Bushbuckridge:

· Bushbuckridge

· Mapulaneng View

· Masana

· Mateteng

· Maviljan A

· Maviljan B

· Mphenyatsati

The total population of the villages is 40 350.

The transfer pipeline will supply the following villages:

· Dwarsloop Town

· Kutung B

· Kutung A

· Saselani

· Arthur Stone

· Xanthia

The total population of the villages is 27 950.

(1)(b)
All other villages in the Bushbuckridge Local Municipality area and in the Nzikasi North area in Mpumalanga will eventually be linked to the Injaka Dam via the Injaka Purification Works or the direct abstraction from the Sabie River downstream of the Injaka Dam and purified at Hoxane.

The total population in Bushbuckridge to benefit from the Injaka Dam is 593 000, while it is estimated that 146 000 people will benefit from the Dam in the Nzikasi North area.
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
