Mr M F Cassim to ask the Minister of Water Affairs and Forestry:

Whether he or his department will consider instigating a project with public-private participation to create a water fountain, chalets, a bird park and laid-out walks at the point where the N1 crosses the Orange River for the visual stimulation and relaxation of bored and tired travelers through the Karoo; if not, why not; if so, how will all the possibilities of the site be explored? 
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REPLY:

No, but the Department of Water Affairs and Forestry does provide basic facilities (e.g. look-out points, parking and ablution facilities, etc) at the Gariep Dam for use by the general public and tourists visiting the Dam.  Should the provincial government concerned, who is primarily responsible for the promotion of tourism in the province, however, decide to develop such a project my Department will most certainly support it.
