Mr S Simmons to ask the Minister of Water Affairs and Forestry:

Whether his department (a) made use of advisors and/or consultants in 2001 and (b) is currently making use of advisors and/or consultants; if so, (i) what are the names of such advisors and/or consultants, (ii) what are the details of their appointment, (iii) on what date (aa) was each appointed and (bb) does each contract expire, (iv) what total amount was (aa) budgeted in this regard and (bb) spent on each specified consultants and/or advisor, in each year?
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REPLY:

(a)
Yes.  The Department of Water Affairs and Forestry made use of the services of consultants/professional service providers during 2001 in support of, amongst other things, Government/Departmental policy development, administration, management, training, planning, development and operation and maintenance of projects.  I have also made use of the services of a Special Advisor for the first two months of 2001 to advise me on matters relating to my portfolio as Minister of Water Affairs and Forestry.

Yes.  My Department and I are currently making use of the services of advisors and consultants/professional service providers. 

(a)(i) to (iv)
This part of the question that the honourable Member has put to me, specifically with regard to the use of consultants/professional service providers by my Department, requires the provision of comprehensive information.  Due to the large number of consultants being appointed by my Department and the lack of a central database containing all information on the appointment of consultants/professional service providers, I am not able to summarily provide the information in the format as contained in the question.  Furthermore, I am of the opinion that the time and effort that will be required from Departmental staff to obtain the detailed information from diverse sources cannot be justified. I can mention that my Department is in the process of developing a Professional Service Provider database, which will, among other things, contain information on appointed consultants/professional service providers and payments and provide for monitoring of the use of consultants.  Once implemented, this database would facilitate the provision of detailed information on the appointment of consultants in future.
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As far as the use of advisors is concerned, I can mention that I made use of the services of a Special Advisor in 2001, i.e Ms J Y Love.

(b)(i) to (iv)
The honourable Member is referred to my reply in respect of (a)(i) to (iv) above, as the same reasons apply to the particulars relating to the year 2002.


My Department currently employs two officials on standard Public Service contracts whose job title is “advisor”, reflecting their specific job descriptions, namely Dr C P R Roberts and Dr G Preston.  Note: These are advisors to the Department and not the Minister.  As far as the use of Special Advisors is concerned, I can mention that I am currently making use of the services of Prof D Goldberg as my Special Advisor.  Particulars are as follows:
