Mr B G Mosala (ANC) to ask the Minister of Water Affairs and Forestry:
Whether, in light of the fact that the communities of Mathenjwa Traditional Authority and Mngomezulu Traditional Authority do not have access to water, she will consider ways in which the Insunduze River Valley can provide the necessary water supply to these communities;  if not;  if so, what are the relevant details? 
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REPLY:

The Mathenjwa and Mngomezulu Traditional Authority areas fall within the Jozini Local Municipality area and water services provision is the direct responsibility of the uMkhanyakude District Municipality.  The areas lie in the mountainous area on the eastern border of Swaziland adjacent to areas currently served by the Shemula Community Water Supply Scheme.  The Scheme abstracts water from the Phongolo River downstream of the Pongolapoort Dam.  Future extensions to the Shemula Water Scheme can augment local borehole supply in the areas concerned as part of a progressive programme of eradicating the water services backlog in the KwaZulu-Natal.  Funding for this would have to be prioritized by the District Municipality from its Municipal Infrastructure Grant.
