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In 2024, our country is 
commemorating 30 years since 
the attainment of a democratic 
dispensation.  This is a huge 
milestone as it also demonstrates 
that our democracy is entrenching 
itself firmly into the political and 
socio-economic fabric of our society.  
The country is gradually recovering 
from its painful past and embracing 
a society where everyone equally 
enjoys the benefits of being in a 
democratic society.

The commemoration would not be 
worth it if there weren’t strides made 
to make the lives of our people 
better than they were before 1994. 
The socio-economic landscape has 
transformed drastically and there 
is still a lot more work to be done 
to eradicate the imbalances that 
are still evident in our society.  The 
many years of inequality will require 
equally more years to eradicate the 
backlog of provision of basic services 
to our people.  

One of the fundamental 
transformations which had to 
be pursued by the democratic 
government, was to ensure that 
basic services such provision of 
water, electricity and housing, 
were beneficial to historically 
disadvantaged communities, more 
so, those who are in the rural areas.  
This required that the democratic 
government had to expand basic 
services which were previously 
prioritised for the exclusive few to a 
broader society. 

It was therefore of essence that basic 
needs such as water and sanitation 
were part of the basic services 
which government had to prioritise.  
The Department of Water and 
Sanitation is enjoined by Section 27 
of the Constitution of the Republic 
of South Africa to ensure that 
everyone has access to sufficient 
water.  This constitutional obligation 
places a huge responsibility on the 
Department as water is a basic need 
that not only every citizen needs but 
also industries such farming require 
water to produce food that feeds our 
nation. 

Through appropriate legislation, 
namely, the National Water Act, the 
Water Services Act and the Water 
Research Act, the Department is able 
to wholistically effect its mandate of 
supplying clean, running water and 
also manage the available water 
resources.  This is done considering 
that our country is water-scarce and 
most of our water is obtained from 
natural resources such as rain.

In order to demonstrate the impact 
from the period pre-1994, our 
country’s official data agency, 
Statistics South Africa (Stats SA), in 

its General Household Survey of 
2022, states that 89% of households 
in our country have access to piped 
water, including inside their dwelling 
or outside the yard – for example, 
from neighbours’ or communal 
taps.  Stats SA records that when 
looking only at piped water access 
inside households’ dwelling or 
yard, the number is at 75.8% as per 
General Household Survey. South 
Africa has also made large strides 
in eradicating sanitation backlogs. 
Households with access to improved 
sanitation, increased from 49% 
in 1996 to 84,1% in 2021 (Stats 
SA 2022). This demonstrate that 
government has made huge inroads 
in terms of ensuring access to water 
and sanitation services. When we 
look back, we feel a sense of pride 
as Government, that we were 
have made satisfactory progress in 
pushing back the backlogs that we 
had inherited 30 years ago. 

However, on the same tone, we 
acknowledge that the demand for 
South Africa’s water resources is 
growing much higher than before as 
a result of the growing population, 
rapid urbanisation and economic 
development, and this requires 
much more aggressive approach 
in our response through investing 
morel in new water and sanitation 
infrastructure as well as refurbishing 
the existing infrastructure.

The Department for ensuring that 
there is access to water, but it also has 
to ensure that the water supplied to 
citizens meet acceptable standards 
of quality as required by the South 
African Bureau of Standards and 
that the wastewater systems are 
managed in a manner that it does 
not pose negative impact on the

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environment and human health.  The recent Blue, Green and No Drop assessment by the Department indicates that 
our quality of drinking water, management of water supply and wastewater systems is deteriorating, and these are 
contraventions of peoples’ basic rights as enshrined in the Bill of Rights in the Constitution. This assessment requires 
that the Department as well as the relevant role players, put more effort to ensure that necessary interventions are 
undertaken to ensure that the quality of water supply systems comply and meet the acceptable standards.

For 2024/2025, As DWS, we are putting our focus on ensuring that all stakeholders in the value chain of water supply 
and wastewater management systems, are effective in line with their respective responsibilities. The DWS is in the 
process of strengthening its role as the regulator of water services. This includes developing more comprehensive 
and more stringent norms and standards for water service and standardising its regulatory processes so that it is more 
consistent with its regulatory actions. 

We are also in the process of reviewing two legislations, the National Water Act and Water Services Act to further 
empowers the Minister of Water and Sanitation to take the necessary steps to hold accountable, municipalities that are 
not complying to the norms and standards, as they are at the coalface of providing clean drinking water and dignified 
sanitation to the citizens. As DWS, we remain committed to our constitutional mandate of ensuring that everyone has 
access to quality, clean, drinking water and safe sanitation, and that our water resources are protected.  

 
MR SENZO MCHUNU (MP) 
MINISTER OF WATER AND SANITATION
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This year, 2024 marks thirty-
years (30) since the advent of our 
democracy and freedom of the 
previously marginalized majority 
who happened to be mainly black 
population our Country. Throughout 
these years, the ANC led government 
have been seized with redressing 
and/or reversing the imbalance 
of the past that were imposed by 
Apartheid Regime laws for the past 
hundreds of years, which mainly 
ensured that the majority of our 
people, mainly black people leave 
not just under difficult conditions 
and marginalized but also leaved 
inhumane conditions.

Apartheid laws crafted a need 
analysis which was very biased to 
a minority which also influenced 
and/or dictated a infrastructural 
design and better services to the 
preferential groups while neglecting 
the majority of our people. The ANC 
led government has traversed a 
very difficult path with very limited 
resources and resistance to ensure 

redress, expanding access to water 
to more than 89% of all South 
Africans and 84% have access to 
decent sanitation services. 

Despite our achievements as the 
Country walking side by side with 
our people, the ANC led government 
does admit that more still needs to 
be done ensuring that everyone 
leaves in descent conditions and 
with equal opportunities. 

The Ministry’s intervention into the 
Department’s work has unearthed 
several challenges contributing 
to slow implementation of bulk 
projects, within a stipulated and/or 
reasonable period and central to the 
intervention was the improvement 
of project management as it lacked 
severely. We are glad to provide 
feedback that that finally water has 
reached Mopani District through 
the Giyani Pipeline Project, the 
long-awaited implementation of 
Loskop Dam pipeline is currently 
underway, the commencement of 
construction of KZN uMkhomazi 
Water Project, the commencement 
of implementation uMzimvumbu 
Dam and other bulk projects.

Our economic growth as a country 
can only be influenced by our 
investment in infrastructure which 
guarantees productivity and 
competitive edge as a global player. 
Good social infrastructure provides 
opportunities for social mobility 
while improving the length and 
quality of human life.  The condition 
of public infrastructure is largely 
dependent upon the allocation 
of appropriate budgets and the 
development and implementation 

of sound maintenance systems, 
policies, and processes. 

The quality and reliability of water 
supply systems continue to decline 
in small towns and rural areas. In 
some urban areas the water supply 
systems have been operated at 
full capacity and will not be able 
to meet growing demands unless 
proactive measures are taken to 
decrease consumption, refurbish 
critical components of the systems, 
and expedite key bulk water 
augmentation projects that have 
been delayed. 

Spending on repairs, maintenance 
and rehabilitation of water supply 
systems remains inadequate. 
Damage due to increased theft, 
vandalism and service delivery 
protests diverts funding from 
maintenance and expansion 
budgets, exacerbating the problem. 
Despite our improved access to 
water supply the factors above have 
impacted negatively on supply 
reliability which is decreasing in 
many municipalities especially in 
rural and urban areas.  

Protection of the water resources 
remains critical especially due to high 
levels of deteriorating water quality 
caused by infrastructure failure by 
many of the municipalities who are 
Water Services Authorities, mines 
and industries. The main sources of 
this pollution include uncontrolled 
discharge of mine-affected water, 
dysfunctional wastewater treatment 
systems, runoff from agricultural 
lands, and runoff from settlements 
lacking sanitation or proper refuse 
management.

Message from the Deputy Minister
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South Africa’s development vision will only be realised if water resources are managed in a way that is sensitive and 
supportive of the many demands which we place upon those resources. The operations and maintenance of dams is a 
very essential component of sound and sustainable water resource management. South Africa has more than 500 large 
dams, which are used mainly for irrigation purposes and to supply urban areas with water. 

The challenges imposed by the emerging of construction mafias and interruption in the implementation water and 
sanitation projects is not only turning the clock back against our positive advance but also diverting huge budgets 
mainly for water and sanitation towards security and we will working very close with our communities and the security 
cluster to avert further disruptions.  

In conclusion, we are encouraged by positive gains from our working relations with Ministry of COGTA as well as the 
commitment by the Local Government sphere that seek to ensure that the challenges highlighted by the Blue Drop, 
Green Drop and No Drop report are addressed and/or implemented for the betterment of provision of water services 
and efficient Waste Water Treatment Works (WWTW) that are not polluting our waters.

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The submission of the Department 
of Water and Sanitation 2024/25 
– 2026/27 Annual Performance 
Plan comes when our country is 
experiencing high demand of water 
and sanitation. The population 
and the economy are growing, 
and challenges related to water 
management exacerbates supply 
problems in a country that is already 
water scarce, receiving less than half 
the average level of rainfall around 
the world.

Load shedding-related 
electricity disruptions has severe 
consequences for the continuous 
treatment and supply of water 
services. The consequences of 
electricity outages for potable water 
are so severe that in extreme cases 
disrupting water supply completely 
and compromising water quality.

Section 27(1)(b) of the Constitution 
of the Republic of South Africa, 1996 
(Constitution) guarantees everyone 
the right of access to sufficient 
water and requires the state to 

adopt reasonable legislative and 
other measures to progressively 
realise this right within its available 
resources. Although section 27 of the 
Constitution addresses the right to 
water, it does not explicitly provide 
for the right to sanitation. The right 
to sanitation can, however, be 
derived from other provisions  in the 
Constitution such as environment, 
health, and dignity.

There are various challenges that 
are threatening our compliance to 
constitutional imperatives, and they 
include amongst others:

•	 The poor construction and/
or maintenance of water and 
sanitation infrastructure in 
homes and communities, 
which led to a lack of access to 
services.

•	 A lack of monitoring of the 
completion and quality of 
service delivery projects 
tasked to external contractors 
that were paid for their 
services.

•	 The lack of ongoing 
maintenance, upgrading 
and expansion of bulk 
infrastructure to meet the 
needs 

•	 Poor or a lack of maintenance 
of water treatment and 
wastewater treatment 
infrastructure.

•	 Degraded water-related 
ecosystems, water scarcity 
caused by climate change.

•	 Underinvestment in water and 
sanitation.

To accelerate efforts towards 
meeting water related challenges, 
the United Nation’s General 

Assembly has declared 2018-2028 as 
an International Decade for Action.

In 2016, the United Nations 
(UN), adopted the Sustainable 
Development Goals (SDGs), which 
are aimed at ending poverty, 
eradicating inequality and injustice 
and fighting climate change within 
agreed timeframes. The predecessor 
to the SDGs were the Millennium 
Development Goals (MDGs), 
which in 2000, set 15-year global 
development targets for signatory 
states. One of the MDGs required 
States to “halve the proportion of 
people without sustainable access 
to safe drinking water and basic 
sanitation. 

Water is clearly central to the 
economic growth and sustainable 
development of a nation. However, 
water and its management cannot 
be regarded as being simply a 
national matter; there are also 
regional issues to consider. South 
Africa, like many other countries, 
shares a substantial proportion of its 
water resources with its neighbours.

Management arrangements and 
development proposals therefore 
need to take this relationship into 
account. Given the complex array 
of interrelated factors in the water 
sector, there is an urgent need to 
draw together insights from different 
perspectives and disciplines. These 
should serve as an input into any 
decision making on ensuring water 
security in South Africa and in the 
Southern African region. 

Message from the Deputy Minister
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A theoretical sequence might start with planning and institutional development, yet there is substantial, pressing 
problems on the ground that must be addressed at an early stage. It is therefore prudent to draft an immediate 
programme of investment that would be coupled with and inform planning and institutional development, in the 
following respects: 

From a water resource perspective, better planning of investment in, and operation of, services at either municipal or 
regional utility level is needed. This is essential for providing timeous estimates of future demands for water, to guide 
water resource planning and investment, as well as identifying hotspots for investment in wastewater interventions. 
Planning should address ongoing operational activities, as investment without consideration of operational implications 
will lead to suboptimal expenditure. 

Water resource and development plannings need to be better integrated at all levels. This will ensure that water will 
support development in other sectors; that interventions for water resource development reflect broader development 
priorities; and that development opportunities offered by water resources are taken up. 

The capacity of local government needs to be improved  to ensure efficiency in water supply and use and prevent 
extensive water pollution. In this context, an institutional option that needs to be investigated is the extent of 
decentralisation and possible regional approaches to water supply and sanitation.  A successful review might imply 
that constitutional reform is needed for a regional option to be successful. The alternative is to consider interventions 
that would enable local government to operate more effectively. This option would also apply to improving the quality 
and reliability of drinking water supply. 

The delay in the finalisation of transformation charter is affecting the transformation agenda of the department. 
There is a need to finalise and implement the charter during the 2024/25 financial year.

In promoting community participation, protection, use, development, conservation, management, and control of 
the water resources, we should finalise the configuration of Catchment Management Agencies as well as Water Users 
Associations as a matter of extreme urgency.

The Department of Water and 
Sanitation through its various 
programmes will continue to 
effectively manage the country’s 
water resources to ensure equitable 
and sustainable socio-economic 
development and universal access to 
water and dignified sanitation. The 
planned activities for the 2024/25 
medium term can be summarised as 
follows: 

Within the administration 
programme, the Department has 
plans in place to comply with the 
corporate governance prescripts. 
This includes fighting corruption 
in the water and sanitation sector 
at all government levels through 
collaboration with law enforcement 
agencies to inter alia recover funds 
from previous years’ irregularities. 
Significant progress has been made 
to address historical improper 
expenditure challenges that 
affected the Department in the 
previous years. For the 2024/25 

financial year, plans are in place 
to continue implementing the 
financial and recovery plan. Also, 
the Department plans to improve its 
procurement by implementing an 
infrastructure procurement strategy 
and that gives clear guidelines 
on the empowerment of women, 
youth and persons with disabilities.. 
Another priority is to improve the 
billing and revenue collection across 
the water value chain.

Plans for the water resource 
management include planning 
and implementing several water 
resources infrastructure projects 
to ensure the security of water 
supply for the country. Also, the 
Department plans to diversify the 
water mix through guiding and 
developing other water sources 
(e.g. groundwater) to reduce the 
significant reliance on surface water.

For the 2024/25 financial year, the 
Department plans to strengthen 
regulatory interventions to address 
the pollution of the environment 
and communities from wastewater. 
The regulatory interventions also 
include the continuous efficiency 
of water use license turnaround 
times whilst also promoting the 
transformation of water use. 

Another priority for the Department 
is to establish and / or transform 
water resource institutions (e.g. 
transformation of irrigation boards 
to water user associations).

Within the water services 
management programme, the 
Department plans to strengthen its 
role in regulating, supporting and 
intervening in municipalities where 
water and sanitation services are 

deteriorating. Poor service delivery 
and the published 2023 Green 
Drop progress report, Blue Drop 
Report and the No Drop report 
emphasised the need to prioritise 
support to municipalities that are 
failing. Also, water use efficiency as 
well as demand and conservation 
management are other priorities 
for the Department to address non-
revenue water within the municipal 
level. The reconfiguring the water 
boards’ operating areas to support 
the Department in implementing 
its mandate is another important 
priority for the upcoming financial 
year.

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1	 Legislative and policy mandates

The legislative mandate of the water and sanitation sector seeks to ensure that the country’s water resources are 
protected, used, developed, conserved, managed, and controlled through regulating and supporting the delivery of 
effective water supply and sanitation.

1.1	 Legislative mandate

The Department and the sector draw their primary mandate from the following legislation:

1.1.1	 The National Water Act, 1998 (Act No 36 of 1998) as amended

The National Water Act seeks to ensure that the country’s water resources are protected, used, developed, conserved, 
managed, and controlled in a sustainable and equitable manner for the benefit of all people.

The Act assigns the national government as the public trustee of the water resources. Acting through the Minister, it 
has the power to regulate the allocation, use, flow, and control of all water in the Republic. It also identifies the need to 
establish suitable institutions to achieve its purpose. In addition, it provides for the development of the National Water 
Resources Strategy (NWRS) which must be regularly reviewed and the requirement of each Catchment Management 
Agency (CMA) to develop a catchment management strategy for the water resources within its jurisdiction.

1.1.2	 The Water Services Act, 1997 (Act No 108 of 1997)

The Water Services Act prescribes the legislative duty of municipalities as water service authorities to supply water and 
sanitation according to national norms and standards. In addition, it regulates Water Boards as important water service 
providers.

The Act compels the Minister to maintain a National Water Services Information System and to monitor the performance 
of all water services institutions, as well as providing for the monitoring of water services and intervention by the 
Minister or the relevant Province when necessitated.

With reference to a “right to basic sanitation”, this is the primary legislation relating to sanitation in South Africa. It 
further defines basic sanitation as: ‘The prescribed minimum standard of services necessary for the safe, hygienic and 
adequate collection, removal, disposal or purification of human excreta, domestic wastewater and sewerage from 
households, including informal households. Further regulations, norms and standards pertaining to sanitation can be 
found in the Housing Act (No.107 of 1997).

It acknowledges that although municipalities have authority to administer water supply services and sanitation services, 
all government spheres are required to works towards this object, within the limits of physical and financial feasibility.

1.1.3	 The Water Research Act, 1971 (Act No 34 of 1971)

The Water Research Act establishes the Water Research Commission and the Water Research Fund, and thus promotes 
water related research and the use of water for agricultural purposes, industrial purposes, or urban purposes. The 
Minister appoints members of the Water Research Commission (WRC), and thus exercises executive oversight over the 
Commission.
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1.2	 Policy framework

1.2.1	 National Water Policy Review (2013): the policy review determined unintended oversight and gaps in the 
existing water policies to provide amendment to address the following:

(a)	 Use-it or Lose-it: Any authorised water use (including existing lawful use) unutilised for a specified period 
should be reallocated to the public trust. This water will be reallocated to address social and economic 
equity

(b)	 No water trading: No form of temporary or permanent trading between authorised water users. The 
obligation for any holder of an entitlement to use water; if it is no longer utilised, is to surrender such use 
to the public trust.

(c)	 Prioritising social and economic equity: The decision making will have equity as the primary consideration. 
Priority will be accorded to water use authorisation applications that meet the equity requirement, as 
provided in the regulatory instruments. 

(d)	 Multiple water use approach in planning: A multiple water use approach incorporating all water uses in 
an area including water supply, must be adopted in planning of bulk water infrastructure. This approach 
will also have equity and transformation as a priority

(e)	 Access to basic water supply: A water service authority (WSA) should work progressively or incrementally 
towards providing higher levels of a sustainable water supply to all households and public institutions, 
including rural areas. When planning, a WSA must consider a basic water supply which addresses current 
domestic and productive use requirements, as well as future growth in these requirements

(f)	 Free basic water supply to indigent households: Free basic water supply will be provided to indigent 
households only.
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1.2.2	 National Sanitation Policy (2016): the policy review addresses the entire sanitation value chain (namely 
the collection, removal, disposal or treatment of human excreta and domestic wastewater, and the collec-
tion, treatment, and disposal wastewater).

2	 Institutional policies and strategies over the five-year period

To support the National Development Plan’s statement that before 2030, all South Africans will have affordable, reliable 
access to sufficient safe water and hygienic sanitation1, the following policies, legislation and strategies are planned: 

2.1	 National Water Act Amendment Bill: the amendments seek to provide for the equitable and sustainable 
use and protection of water for current and future generation in support of the guiding principles of National 
Water Act (NWA). Furthermore, the Act is amended to prohibit undesirable consequences of private water 
trading; and to ensure redress of the past discrimination by regulating the acknowledgement of the existing 
lawful water use. The amendment also seeks to transform water user associations to ensure equitable water 
allocation. 

2.2	 Water Services Amendment Bill: the amendments seek to ensure sustainable water supply; and to regulate 
the provision of water and sanitation services by Water Services Authorities. The Bill is further amended to 
provide for the introduction of legal requirements for water services to be provided by an entity that has an 
operating license. It also seeks to strengthen enforcement by amending certain sections of the existing Act. 
Also, it seeks to define functions that water service providers are accountable for. 

2.3	 Joint National Wetland Management Policy: The policy recognises that wetlands are a critical source of 
water and for the natural biodiversity. For a semi-arid country like South Africa that receives below average 
rainfall of approximately 497mm, far below the world average of 860mm), wetlands become critical water 
factories and their protection is therefore priceless. Between 2016 and 2018 the DWS developed the 
Draft Wetland Policy from the 2016 Position Paper. After consultations, it was recommended that a Joint 
National Wetland Policy between the DWS and the Department of Forestry, Fisheries & Environment and 
the Department of Agriculture, Land Reform and Rural Development. The sustainable management of 
wetlands has also been recognised as a key activity that contributes towards achieving various national and 
international commitments, goals and priorities, including the National Development Plan (NDP)’s goal for 
an environmentally sustainable and resilient country, the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), the 
African Agenda 2063, international and national Climate Change mitigation and adaptation goals and the 
post 2020 Agenda set by the Convention on Biological Diversity, amongst others.

2.4	 Integrated Water Quality Management policy: the policy seeks to develop an intergovernmental water 
quality management approach which would facilitate an integrated response to address water quality 
management challenges in the country. The policy would strengthen the existing integrated water quality 
management strategy that identified priority programmes to be implemented country wide.

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2.5	 Revised water pricing strategy: The strategy review seeks to improve the financial viability of government’s 
bulk raw water business to ensure that this scarce resource is valued by all citizens. One of the major changes 
of the review is to replace the Return on Asset to Future Infrastructure Built Charge over 10-year rolling period.

2.6	 National Water and Sanitation Master Plan second edition: the plan operationalises the National Water 
Resource Strategy (NWRS) and focuses on mobilising the commitment and efforts of all role players and 
stakeholders in the water and sanitation sector towards achieving the desired future state of the sector, as 
defined by the Government’s vision, goals and targets until 2030 (NDP, SDGs, MTSF and other key drivers). 
It provides a critical overview of the present state in the sector and outlines the key challenges the sector 
is currently facing, together with a consolidated plan of actions required to enable the achievement of the 
set targets. The plan of actions includes a detailed schedule of consolidated and prioritised interventions, 
actions, investments, projects, and initiatives.

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6	 Updated situational analysis
The external and internal environment issues impacting on the Department’s performance are summarised below:   

6.1	 External Environment

South Africa is a semi-arid country with an average annual precipitation of 464 mm. As a result of highly seasonal 
and uneven rainfall distribution pattern, water resources are stressed. Dams and rivers are the common surface water 
expression of water availability in South Africa, with others being lakes, ponds, and pans. South African catchments 
are characterized by significant spatial variation in rainfall, as well as variations in geomorphological and physical 
properties. These properties have given rise to different river patterns and dynamics within catchments and have 
impacts on water availability.

Aquifers (groundwater) have, over the past few decades, become an increasingly important part of the water mix in the 
country. An increase in groundwater utilisation has been observed due to the significant potential of the groundwater 
resources in adaptation to climate change and augmenting of conventional surface water supply systems.

Implications of climate change on water resources

South Africa experienced a relatively warm year, especially in the central and northern parts of the country while 
temperatures in the southern part remained close to normal. The annual mean temperature for 2023, based on the 
data of 26 climate stations, was on average about 0.4 ºC above the average of the reference period (1991-2020), making 
it the 8th hottest year on record since 1951 (see Figure below).

The most significant feature of the rainfall during 2023, was the near-normal rainfall amounts received over most 
of South Africa, with the exception of the north-western parts of the country which received below-normal rainfall. 
However, some regions along the coast and the eastern parts of the country received above-normal rainfall.

During the 2021/22 and 2022/23 hydrological years, the El Niño-Southern Oscillation (ENSO) was in a La Niña phase, 
which typically brings above-normal rainfall to most South African summer rainfall regions. Notably, the rainfall patterns 
observed during the hydrological year 2022/23, as depicted in figure 6.1.2, exhibited above-normal precipitation across 
almost all parts of the country, the Northern Cape and Free state.

As a result of the La Niña phase, areas that experienced drought conditions have decreased over the past four hydrological 
years. Mpumalanga experienced significantly higher rainfall levels exceeding 200% of the normal precipitation. Also, 
the eastern parts of the country characterised by summer rainfall received above-normal rainfall during the past two 
hydrological years (i.e., 2021/22 and 2022/23). 

The total volume of surface water stored in dams nationally is expressed as a percentage of full supply capacity (FSC), 
based on weekly monitoring data from 221 dams across the country. Figure 6.1.3 below shows the national storage 
trends for the past five hydrological years.
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Figure 6.1.3:   National dam storage levels for the past five years compared to a national average

The national dam storage levels for the 2021/22 and 2022/23 hydrological years in the past five hydrological years, 
especially after the beginning of summer rainfall period.

Figure 6.1.4:   The storage situation in each Province during 2022/2023, compared with the previous  
hydrological year and the median
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For the hydrological year 2022/23, the dam levels for all provinces were above the long-term median storage levels. 
Notably, all median storages for the 2022/23 hydrological year were higher than the past year reporting period. The 
comparison of the long-term historical median storage levels of water management areas and the past two hydrological 
years’ median storage is presented in the Figure 6.1.5 below. 

Figure 6.1.5:   The storage situation in each WMA during 2022/23, compared with the previous  
hydrological year and the median

The 2022/23 storages have been above the historical median for all water management areas. A similar pattern is 
observed for the past hydrological year (2021/22) for all WMAs. Notably, all median storages for the 2022/23 hydrological 
year are higher than the past year for all WMAs, apart from the Inkomati Usuthu, Orange and Vaal WMAs. However, the 
dam storage levels in these two WMAs remained higher than the long-term median dam levels.

The National groundwater level value is indicated as a percentage of the groundwater level status (GwLS). It is important 
to note that the groundwater level status depicts the groundwater level fluctuation and does not represent groundwater 
storage or availability. The national average groundwater level status is presented against the alert percentiles of the 
historical average groundwater levels shown in the Figure 6.1.7 below. The graph provides a visual presentation to alert 
of drought conditions. Restrictions on groundwater abstraction can be implemented timeously before any negative 
impacts occur. Each grouping of boreholes will have a different severity range - seven percentile ranges.
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Figure 6.1.7:   National average groundwater level status severity graph

The current national average groundwater level status indicates a recovery trend from below normal in 2019 to above 
normal in May 2023. This can be attributed to the above-normal rainfall received in the current and previous years, 
which has significantly recharged aquifers, now showing above normal risk percentile levels. At levels below normal 
restrictions on groundwater abstraction can be implemented to stabilize groundwater levels and mitigate risks of 
groundwater depletion.

Based on the SPI, the Eastern Cape and Northern Cape are the only two provinces which have been affected by drought 
in the last 24 months. The Northern Cape Province is the only province with areas experiencing extreme drought, while 
the Eastern Cape Province is moderately impacted. However, a recovery was observed in the Eastern Cape, with above-
normal rainfall recorded during the summer season.

Extreme Climate and Weather Events

During the 2021/22 and 2022/23 hydrological years, most summer rainfall regions experienced extreme weather and 
flooding events due to the La Niña phase of the El Niño-Southern Oscillation (ENSO). In November 2022, the eastern 
half of the country and isolated parts of the Northern and Western Cape Provinces received normal to above-normal 
rainfall, leading to severe flooding in urbanized areas. A trough, characterized as a low-pressure system, caused heavy 
rainfall over Gauteng, resulting in widespread flooding between 11 and 13 November 2022, affecting parts of Gauteng, 
Mpumalanga, and southwestern Limpopo. Widespread flooding near Standerton and Secunda led to increased water 
inflow into the Vaal Dam, prompting the opening of eight sluice gates for flood management.

2023 began with wetter conditions in the central and western parts of the country, while coastal and some north-
eastern areas experienced drier-than-usual conditions. Port St Johns in the Eastern Cape Province faced floods on 23 
March 2023, caused by a cut-off low west of the country and a strong high-pressure surge in the south to southeast. 
Floods affected municipalities, including Ingquza Hill, King Sabata Dalindyebo, and Port St John’s, causing significant 
destruction to infrastructure, households, and businesses.

In May 2023, above-normal rainfall led to major flooding events in the eastern and south-eastern coastal regions. On 
13 May 2023, heavy rains forced the evacuation of over 1200 residents in Nelson Mandela Bay Municipality, Eastern 
Cape. June 2023 witnessed flooding in the Western Cape, Northern Cape, and KwaZulu-Natal. A rapid cold front over 
the Western Cape caused torrential rains on 14 and 15 June 2023, displacing over 1000 people in Rawsonville. The 
Namakwa District Municipality in the Northern Cape experienced higher-than-normal rainfall from 27 June, causing 
infrastructure damage. Kwa-Zulu-Natal faced an unprecedented winter flash flood on 27 and 28 June, resulting in 
casualties and damages. On 24 and 25 September 2023, the Western Cape experienced multiple floods, leading to 11 
fatalities, the closure of over 200 roads, and prolonged power outages for over 80,000 people. On 21 and 22 October, 
heavy rainfall in KwaZulu-Natal resulted from a cut-off low-pressure system, causing casualties, destroyed houses, and 
damaged roads and bridges. Extreme heatwave conditions prevailed in the north-eastern parts of the country from 19 
to 28 November 2023, due to a high-pressure system assisted by a convergence loft. SAWS issued heat wave weather 
advisories on 22 November for several provinces.

The increased frequency and intensity of these events can be attributed to various factors, including global warming 
and possible land use changes. Preceding years of above-normal rainfall have left soils saturated, contributing to 
landslides and inundation. Continuous real-time or near real-time monitoring of rivers and dam levels is crucial for 
flood preparedness and management through forecasting, early warning systems, and flood routing techniques.

Performance of water resource systems operation

The department has developed guidelines for water supply systems during normal, drought and flooding conditions. 
Also, formal operating rules have also been developed for the main water supply systems (WSS) in the country - such 
as the Algoa, Amathole, Greater Bloemfontein, Integrated Vaal River (IVRS), Orange River System (ORS), Polokwane 
Umgeni, Umhlathuze and Western Cape WSSs. An operating rule is a procedural guide for governing the regulation of 
water resources for a particular system/dam to reconcile expected water requirements with availability.  

The storage levels in water supply systems during the beginning of the hydrological year (October 2022), and the end 
of the hydrological year (September 2023) are presented in the figure xx below. The decision date which is the date 
when annual water allocation decisions are considered for operational purposes, is 1 May for most WSS in the summer 
rainfall areas and 1 November for the winter rainfall areas. 

Figure 6.1.9:   Comparison of Water supply storage levels through the hydrological year 2022/23
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Eight of the twelve water supply systems being reported on have for the 2022/23 hydrological year started high in 
October 2022 but declined towards the end of the hydrological year. These are the Bloemfontein Crocodile West, IVRS, 
Kliplaat, Luvuvhu Orange, Umhlathuze Umgeni water supply systems. Algoa, Amathole, Crocodile West and Western 
Cape WSSs were at lower storage levels at the beginning compared to the end of the hydrological year. The most notable 
improvements were observed in the Algoa and Western Cape Water Supply Systems. The Algoa system started at 19.6% 
and improved to 72% by the end of the hydrological year. Monitoring of the water supply systems’ performance during 
the period under review is summarised as follows:   

Algoa system:   The five (5) dams serving Nelson Mandela Bay Municipality (NMBM) were sitting at a combined average 
of 16% on 1 June 2023 (decision date) compared to 16.9% during the same period last year. The situation remained 
critical for this system, particularly the Kouga/ Loerie subsystem supplying water to Gamtoos valley, NMBM and small 
towns like Hankey and Patensie. The storage levels on Kromme sub-system supplying the NMBM and coastal towns 
within the Kouga Local Municipality also remained low. Restrictions of 35% for domestic and industrial use and 65% on 
irrigation use were imposed for the 2023/241 operating year. These restrictions were reviewed in November when the 
decision date was changed from 1 June to 1 November, consequently new annual operating analysis was conducted 
and water restrictions of 40% for domestic and industrial use and 50% on irrigation use were imposed on the Kromme 
subsystem. Restrictions of 5% on domestic and industrial use and 15% on irrigation use were imposed on the Kouga 
subsystem. These restrictions are yet to be gazetted. As at the system is sitting at 77.86%.

Amathole system:   The six (6) dams serving the Buffalo City were at a combined average of 98% at the start of the 
operating year (1 May 2023) compared to 69% the same period last year.  No restrictions were imposed on the system 
last water year and the situation remains the same in the 2023/24 water year as the system was able to supply its 
allocated water uses. 

Greater Bloemfontein Water Supply System:   The system storage was at 98.9% at the start of the current 2023/24 
operating, a reduction of 1.1% when compared to the previous operating year, wherein the system storage was full at 
100%. The water requirements for the system were projected at 108.56 million m3/a, while for the previous operating 
year, they were projected at 106.06 million m3/a. As the water requirements continue to exceed the yield of the 
system, water restrictions are required when the total system storage at the start of the operating year is below 95%. 
18% restrictions are required when the system storage drops below the median (50%) projected system storage as 
recommended from the Annual Operating Analysis and adopted at the Stakeholders Operating Forum (SOF). While the 
system storage has experienced a drawdown since the start of the operating year, restrictions thus far (1st week January 
2024) have not been required as the system storage remained above the median projected storage – a trigger level for 
restrictions. The storage at Rustfontein Dam has since recovered with the dam spilling by the 1st week of January 2024 
because of the rainfall experienced in December 2023.  

Western Cape Water Supply system (WCWSS):   The six (6) dams serving mainly the City of Cape Town and the 
irrigation sector depending on the system recorded a combined storage level of 99.8% compared to 81.4% the same 
period last year. There are no restrictions imposed on the system currently.

Crocodile West system:   The six (6) dams serving mainly Tshwane, Madibeng and Rustenburg are standing at an 
average storage level of 94.8% compared to 89.3% at the same time last year. No restrictions were imposed on the 
system last water year and the situation remains the same in the 2023/24 water year.

Integrated Vaal River System:   The Integrated Vaal River System consists of fourteen (14) that mainly provide water 
to Gauteng – the economic heartland of the country. The main water users include Rand Water, Eskom, Sasol and 
the Vaalharts Irrigation Scheme. System storage was at 99% at the start of the 2023/24 operating year, a drop of 1% 
when compared to the previous operating year. Due to the favourable storage at the decision date (1 May), restrictions 
are not required for the operating year as confirmed from the Annual Operating Analysis (AOA) and as adopted at 
the System Operating Forum (SOF) with the stakeholders. Water supply within the IVRS overall is not expected to be 
negatively affected by the 6 months outage of the Lesotho Highlands Water Project scheduled between October 2024 
to March 2025, with water shortages likely for the local resources (i.e., Saulspoort Dam), warranting that municipalities

also make the necessary arrangements to ensure water supply during the outage. By the 2nd week of December, system 
storage was at 86.3%, tracking below the median. 

Polokwane system:   The Polokwane system is supplied from both surface and groundwater. The 2023/24 water 
availability from surface water resources was 31.77 million m³/a while groundwater allocable volume was 12.55 million 
m³/a. Dams in this system recorded an average storage level of 100.9% at the decision date of 1 May compared to 
100.5% the same period last year.   Water requirements for the system were 61.34 million m³/a, which resulted in a 
deficit of 17.02 million m³/a. Water restrictions of 30% was imposed on the system due to the deficit in water availability 
vs requirement.

Umgeni system:   The Umgeni Water Supply System consists of six (6) dams, namely Spring Grove Dam, Mearns Weir, 
Midmar Dam, Albert Falls Dam, Nagle Dam, and Inanda Dam. The system is augmented from the Mooi River System 
using the Mooi-Mgeni Transfer Scheme (MMTS). The combined storage of the system was 99.28% at the decision date 
of the operatng year of 2023/24. Hence, no restrictions are in place. By January 1, 2024, the total storage of system 
was at 94%, showing that it is tracking below the 25th percentile of exceedance of probability of the monthly storage 
projection box plots. The current impoundment constraints at Hazelmere Dam, requiring that the Dam be operated at 
60% of the raised full supply level have significant practical implications for the available water resources in the North 
Coast area. The 2023/2024 Annual Operating Analysis, showed that with the current lower dam storage levels, supply 
from the dam must be limited to 60 Mℓ/d over the dry season, to minimise the risk of complete system failure and the 
inability to supply high priority water use. This represents a restriction of 17% compared to an average abstraction rate 
from the dam of 72.5 Mℓ/d over the last year.

Umhlathuze system:   uMhlathuze system comprises of Goedertrouw Dam and several lakes within the KwaZulu-Natal 
(KZN) coastline near Richards Bay. The system supplies water for irrigation, domestic and industrial use within King 
Cetshwayo District Municipality. Goedertrouw Dam storage was 100% at the decision date of the operating year of 
2023/24. No restriction is in place considering the good storage level in the system. By January 1, 2024, the total storage 
of Goedertrouw dam was at 100%.

Orange River System:   The Orange River System consists of the Katse and Mohale Dams of the Lesotho Highlands 
Water Project as well as Gariep and Vanderkloof Dams of the Orange River Project. The Orange River System storage 
was at 97.5% at the decision date of 1 May, while for the previous operating year, system storage was practically full 
at 99.7%. Restrictions are thus not required for the 2023/24 operating year as confirmed from the Annual Operating 
Analysis (AOA) and adopted at the Stakeholders Operating Forum (SOF). As of the end of the 1st week of January 2024, 
Katse Dam was spilling while Mohale Dam had improved to a storage level of 94%.  From the 2nd week of January 2024, 
both Gariep and Vanderkloof Dams were spilling, warranting that full transfer capacity to the Eastern Cape via the 
Orange Fish Tunnel be activated. Both dams are above their respective storage control curves (SCC) levels that enable 
Eskom to maximise hydropower generation.

Infrastructure in terms of water resources and water services

There is a well-developed infrastructure, with more than 5 699 registered dams in South Africa. This number is only for 
those dams that are classified as having a potential for dam safety risk (i.e. dams with a minimum wall height of five 
(5) metres and are capable of storing more than fifty (50) Megalitres (i.e. 50 000 m3) water. The dams which do not fall 
within the above-mentioned category are not registered with the Department’s dam safety.

For the Department to manage the safety of registered dams, the dam owners are required to submit dam safety 
evaluation report at his / her cost at least once every five years compiled by an Approved Professional Person (APP). The 
APP should be a registered professional engineer approved by the Minister of Water and Sanitation after consulting the 
Engineering Council of South Africa (ECSA).

A total of 2443 of the registered are classified as category II or III and subjected to compulsory dam safety by an 
approved professional person every five years. The disaggregation per category is as follows:   

•	 There are 3257 category I dams and no dam safety evaluations are required.

•	 There are 2134 category II dams of which agriculture accounts for 67% of these dams.

•	 There are 308 category III dams and DWS accounts for 54% of these dams. 

The figure below indicates the percentage of registrations per water management area.

The Department has an operations and maintenance (O & M) unit responsible for the management of 255 Government 
Water Schemes (GWSs). The operations thereof are funded by revenue obtained through the tariff charges to users. The 
pricing strategy dictates that the O & M charges should comprise of:   

•	 Direct costs (pumping, O & M, distribution, administration);

•	 Indirect costs (overall cluster and area office costs);

•	 Depreciation (capital requirements for refurbishment); and

•	 Return on Assets (capital to be set aside of betterment and development of new infrastructure).

The existing infrastructure needs maintenance, and the country is already experiencing challenges with lack of focus 
on sustainable asset management. The funding pressures, however, prevent the O & M unit to receive the required 
allocation as per the charges posed on the users.

There is a significant and growing backlog in maintenance and refurbishment of national water resources infrastructure. 
The inadequate ring-fencing of budgets poses a significant challenge to infrastructure management and has 
contributed to a refurbishment, renewal and maintenance backlog of R38bn comprising of:   

•	 A refurbishment backlog of R13.4bn caused primarily by inadequate maintenance; and 

•	 A renewal backlog of aged infrastructure of about R24.6bn, mostly related to the relining of canals, the renewal of 
mechanical equipment in dams and pump stations and the relining or replacement of selected pipelines.

A financially downscaled O & M function will have a detrimental impact on the national economy. The strategic users 
such as Eskom and Sasol are heavily dependent on the services of this unit (as per signed user agreements), and any 
failure in this regard could lead to inter alia energy and fuel shortages. In addition, if the operating rules are note 
adhered to there is a long-term impact on water resource management. 
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Regulating the water and sanitation services

The Water Services Act, 1997 provides the legislative framework for provision of water services, establishment of 
a regulatory framework, monitoring of water services, interventions and gathering of information in a national 
information system in terms of section 2 (a), (d), (f ) and (h). It also provides for prescription of compulsory national 
standards relating to provision of water services and the quality of water taking into consideration guidelines as 
recommended by official standard-setting institutions to which water services institutions must comply with. It further 
requires the establishment and maintenance of a national information system to monitor the performance of water 
services institutions and hence the development of the Integrated Regulatory Information System (IRIS).

Incentive based regulation is an innovative and uniquely South African response to challenges in the water sector. It 
encourages progressive improvement and excellent performance is recognised and rewarded. The Blue Drop, Green 
Drop and No Drop programmes seek to induce changes in behaviour of individuals and institutions to 

•	 facilitate continuous improvement and adoption of best practices in the management of water delivery, and 
associated distribution networks from abstraction to the water treatment works to the points of use. 

•	 facilitate continuous improvement and adoption of best practice management of wastewater network and 
treatment systems.

•	 encourage progress and improvement in water use efficiency and water loss/ Non -Revenue Water (NRW) 
management in the South African municipal sector. 

The three programmes are summarised below:   

Blue Drop Certification Programme

The 2023 Blue Drop report provided comparative analysis and diagnostics to assist Water Services Institutions (WSIs) 
to focus on specific areas for improvement and restoring functionality of their water supply systems. The publication of 
this regulatory report has the additional objective of ensuring that the responsible WSIs are held accountable. 

The main outputs from the Blue Drop 2021-22 audit cycle, as published in the 2023 Blue Drop report, are:   

•	 A Blue Drop audit score for each water supply system (WSS) assessed, which is aggregated into an overall Blue 
Drop score, expressed as a percentage (%)

•	 A Blue Drop Risk Rating (BDRR) for each water treatment works, expressed as a percentage (%BDRR/BDRRmax)
•	 Technical Site Assessment score for selected water treatment works and water supply network inspected, 

expressed as a percentage (%)

A singular VROOM cost for all water treatment works where TSAs were conducted, expressed in Rand.The Blue Drop 
audit attendance records confirms that 100% of the 144 WSAs participated, covering 958 water supply systems across 
the country inclusive of 7 bulk water service providers (Water Boards) (9 during the audit period but currently 7 with 
the merging of Umgeni Water and Mhlathuze Water and disestablishment of Sedibeng Water) and 23 Water Service 
Providers. These statistics bodes well to affirm commitment to the Blue Drop national incentive-based regulatory 
programme. 

The Blue Drop audit covers the delivery, treatment, and distribution networks to the end user/ consumer, specifically 
958 water supply systems, 1,015 water treatment works (including boreholes and springs), 2,693 pump stations, 37,644 
km bulk water supply lines, 136,645 km reticulation pipe lines, and 7,159 reservoirs. The data excludes systems where 
municipalities were unable to provide data. The audit confirmed a total installed design capacity of 17,373,844 kl/d and 
a total available design capacity of 16,811,479 kl/d with most of this capacity residing in the macro-sized treatment 
facilities (>25,000 kl/day). 

Collectively, the treatment plants produce 12,217,270 kl/d and distributes 12,289,011 kl/d across the water networks, 
leaving a spare treatment capacity of 4,594,208 kl/d (27%) to meet additional future demands. However, the Regulator 
is concerned about the poor water use efficiency (ave. 256 l/p/d) compared to the international benchmark of 180 
l/p/d. Going forward, water services institutions must commit significant resources to curb water losses and address 
non-revenue water.
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The overall performance trend indicates a regression from 2014 to 2023. The Regulator found that 26 water supply 
systems achieved a Blue Drop score of >95% and thus qualified for the prestigious Blue Drop Certification.

In 2014, 44 water supply systems were awarded Blue Drop status. A total of 277 of 958 (29%) water supply systems were 
identified to be in a critical state in the country compared with 174 systems in 2014. This negative trajectory reinforces 
the need for regular audits to ensure timely turnaround and continued improvement.

From a risk perspective, the national Blue Drop Risk Rating (BDRR) improved from 52.3% in 2022 (BD PAT) to 47.15% 
in 2023. A total of 577 (of 958) water supply systems are situated in the low-risk category, 184 WSSs in the medium 
risk category, 102 WSSs in the high-risk category, and 95 WSSs in the critical risk category. The BDRR is however, only a 
snapshot of specific risk indicators, whilst the BD scores reflect the overall water services business. 

The most prominent risks pointed to systems that are vandalised and not operational, boreholes not operational, 
dysfunctional pumping and treatment infrastructure, equipment failures due to lack of maintenance, lack of flow 
monitoring, drinking water non-compliance and failure to notify water users of non-compliant water quality. The Blue 
Drop audit does not verify statistics around interrupted water supply and will need to include the monitoring and 
quantification of ‘’water shedding’’ and ‘’dry taps’’ going forward. 

Water systems which failed to achieve the minimum Blue Drop target of 31%, are placed under regulatory focus, which 
triggers several interventions.

The Regulator requires these WSAs with <31% Blue Drop score, to submit a detailed corrective action plan (CAP) by 
end of February 2024. A total of 277 of 958 (29%) WSSs received Blue Drop scores below 31% and are placed under 
regulatory surveillance, in accordance with the Water Services Act (108 0f 1997).

Green Drop Certification Programme
A full or comprehensive Green Drop report is released every two years, with progress assessment reports in alternate 
years. The Progress Assessment Tool is a risk assessment for each registered treatment works whilst the full Blue 
Drop and Green Drop reports cover the entire system including the distribution or collection network, pumpstations  
and treatment works for either water or wastewater. With the 2021 resuscitation of the Drop Programmes,  
this resulted in the release of the Green Drop Report 2022 and the 2023Green Drop progress report that was published 
in December 2023.

The main outputs of the Green Drop 2022 audit cycle were:   

•	 A Green Drop audit score for each wastewater system assessed, which is aggregated into an organisational 
(overall) score, expressed as a percentage (%)

•	 A Cumulative Risk Rating for each wastewater treatment works, expressed as a percentage (%)

•	 Technical Site Assessment (TSA) score for selected collector and treatment systems inspected, expressed as a 
percentage (%)

•	 A collective VROOM cost for all treatment systems within each WSI, expressed in Rand

A wastewater system that achieves ≥90% Green Drop score, is regarded as excellent and is then allocated the 
prestigious Green Drop status. A system that achieved <31% is regarded as a dysfunctional system which would require 
appropriate interventions. The duty to publicly release the performance data of all water services authorities lies with 
the Department as the Regulator to ensure improved water services and that the responsible WSIs are held accountable. 

The audit coverage for the Green Drop 2022 was 100% of all identified WSIs for the 2020/2021 audit period. The audit 
covered 144 water services authorities, 12 Department of Public Works and 5 Private and state-owned organisations, 
totalling to 995 wastewater networks and treatment works. The main audit covers the sewer network, sewer pump-
stations, and treatment systems. A physical Site Inspection Assessment (TSA) is done at 1 to 2 systems to confirm the 
findings of the desktop audit. The TSA score (%) reflects the physical condition of the sewer collector network, pumping 
stations, treatment plant and point of discharge.
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The Regulator determined that 23 wastewater systems scored a minimum of 90% when measured against the Green 
Drop standards and thus qualified for Green Drop Certification. This compares lower than the 60 systems awarded 
Green Drop Status in 2013 however it is recognised for its inherent value to establish an accurate, current baseline 
from where improvement can be driven, and excellence be incentivised. A further 30 Green Drop Contender systems 
were identified with audit scores of >90%, however the microbiological and chemical effluent quality did not meet the 
Green Drop standard, therefore they could not qualify for Green Drop certification. 

These results indicated that most rural municipalities struggle to score more than 50%; only 5% of systems in Free State 
and Limpopo reached this threshold in comparison of 75% of systems in Gauteng. This coincides with the availability 
of specialist engineering and scientific skills being more prevalent in the urban municipalities. Only 2 Department of 
Public Works (DPW) systems received Green Drop scores of >50%, whilst 102 systems scored below 31% - this is of 
considerable concern which demands special attention. 

Private- and state-owned systems had 25 of the 30 systems assessed (83%) scoring above 50%. These results are 
encouraging, and the Regulator urges the 17% to raise their performance above the 50% threshold during the next 
audit season. The National Risk Ratio provides a risk perspective for treatment plants specifically. The results show an 
overall risk deteriorated from 2013 to 2021. Municipal plant regressed from 65.4% (medium risk) to 70.1% (high risk), 
and DPW plants regressed from 80% to 88% (critical risk). All private- and state-owned works are in low- or medium risk 
positions. The most prominent risks were observed at treatment level, and pointed to works that exceeded their design 
capacity, dysfunctional processes, and equipment (especially disinfection), lack of flow monitoring, and effluent and 
sludge non-compliance. This reflects the increased demand placed on existing collection and treatment infrastructure 
due to expansion driven by population and economic growth.

Wastewater systems which failed to achieve the minimum Green Drop target of 31%, are placed under regulatory 
focus. A total of 334 (39%) of municipal wastewater systems were identified to be in a critical state in 2021, compared 
to 248 (29%) in 2013. A total of 102 (89%) out of the 115 DPW systems were identified in critical state, compared to 84% 
in 2013. Of the private systems, 1 plant was identified in critical state. The Green Drop Progress Report 2023 confirmed 
that wastewater services delivery in the country was performed by 144 Water Services Authorities via an infrastructure 
network comprising of 867 WWTW in nine provinces in the country. The number of WSA remains the same as assessed 
in the 2022 Green Drop audit while the number of municipal WWTW has increased from 850 in 2022 to 867 in this 2023 
progress assessment with removal and addition of systems in some provinces. The municipal risk profile is that 9% of 
WWTW are in the low-risk category, 25% of WWTW are in the medium risk category, 34% of WWTW are in the high-risk 
category, and 32% of WWTW are in the critical risk category. Overall, the national trend is negative with an increase in 
average risk rating from 70.1% in 2022 to 76.5% in 2023 placing the country in a high-risk category. 

The Department is concerned about the state of wastewater management in the 66% of WWTW which are in the high 
and critical-risk categories. Targeted interventions with dedicated budget are required for all WWTW in the high- and 
critical-risk categories to ensure there is gradual risk reduction. During the 2022 Green Drop audit, a total of 115 WWTW 
owned and operated by DPW participated in the audit. In this 2023 Green Drop progress assessment, a total of 107 
WWTW were assessed. Risk profile for DPW indicates that 4% of WWTW are in the low-risk category, 17% of WWTW 
are in the medium risk category, 31% of WWTW are in the high-risk category, and 48% of WWTW are in the critical risk 
category. The movement in the DPW risk profile from 2013 to 2023 indicates WWTW dominating the high- and critical-
risk category, with prominence in the critical-risk category.

There were 5 Government and Private Institutions that participated in the Green Drop audits of 2022. In this 2023 Green 
Drop progress assessment, there are 4 Government and Private Institution that provided information to assess progress 
namely Eskom, Nedbank, Sasol and San Parks. These WSIs are serviced by 29 WWTW located in various provinces. The 
current risk profile for these WWTWs indicates that there are 14% (4/29) of WWTW in the low-risk category in 2023 
compared to 80% in 2022. This represents a serious decline in the wastewater management in these WSI. 24% (7/29) of 
WWTW are in the medium-risk category compared to 17% in 2022, 34% (10/29) of WWTW are in the high-risk category 
compared to only 3% in 2022, and 28% (8/29) of WWTW are in the critical-risk category compared to zero in 2022. This 
is of major concern as this indicates lack of wastewater management by these WSI, particularly lack of submission of 
supporting information related to operational flow and effluent quality data, as well as lack of qualified technical staff 
(process controllers, supervisors and maintenance teams).
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The Department of Water and Sanitation as Regulator of the water sector will use the comprehensive Green Drop 2022 
Report as the performance baseline for the municipal wastewater sector, to inform appropriate regulatory intervention 
with the objective to facilitate improvement. 

No Drop Certification Programme
The No Drop programme is an incentive based regulatory Programme that draws focus and encourage progress and 
improvement in water use efficiency and water loss/ Non -Revenue Water (NRW) management in the South African 
municipal sector. The No Drop Score is a measure used to assess a Water Services Authorities’ (WSA’s) status quo relating 
to Water Conservation and Water Demand Management (WC/WDM) key performance indicators and related business 
operations, their WCWDM strategies and budgets, and the implementation of WC/WDM projects.

The No Drop Programme allows DWS as the Regulator to measure performance of WSAs according to core competencies 
or criteria for various key areas pertaining to water use efficiency as managed by WSAs. Initially priority is given to 
criteria which reflect on the municipality’s knowledge of their planning, the status and performance against basic 
compliance. The following cycles will introduce the criteria of credibility and customer care. Finally, the focus will shift 
to proactive work with increased weighting being attributed to Asset management and Local Regulation. Compliance 
and performance will always remain a substantial feature in the weighting. 

The 2023 results indicated that only 4 WSAs scored 90% or above, which fall within an excellent performance category 
and thus qualified for the No Drop Certification. Another 8 WSAs achieved a score between 80 and 90%, which is 
regarded as good performance. 43 WSA scored between 50 and 80%, which is regarded as average performance. The 
remaining 65 scored below 50%, whilst 24 WSA scored 0%, which is regarded as poor to critical performance.

The 2023 national water balance indicates a System Input Volume (SIV) of 4.39 billion m3/annum, NRW of 2.08 billion 
m3/a (47.4 %) and water losses of 1.79 billion m3/annum (40.8%) NRW and water losses have increased by a notable 
5.9 % and 4.3% respectively from June 2016. The national NRW and water loss trends show a steady increase in NRW 
over the past 10 years and SIV projections with WC/WDM has been exceeded. The trends also suggests that per capita 
consumption has remained constant over the past 10 years, which is commendable. The Infrastructure Leakage Index 
(ILI) deteriorated drastically from 2016 to date. ILI indicates poorly managed physical losses. On a positive note, the 
submission of the water balance has improved. 88 WSAs submitted 2022/23 water balance, which is the highest thus 
far. 

The related data and information submitted by WSAs, and the scores achieved by the WSAs indicates that several WSAs 
have made concerted efforts with respect to WCWDM as related to the No Drop requirements. Several WSA require 
attention as the scores indicates little to no knowledge of their status quo and should invest in developing a credible 
water balance which will be used to develop a strategy, and implement relevant projects to reduce water losses, NRW 
and improve efficiency.

Each municipality will develop an action plan for further improvement and these action plans must be submitted 
to relevant DWS provincial offices by end of February 2024. These action plans were developed in accordance with 
various groups which included critical performing municipalities, poor performing municipalities, average performing 
municipalities and excellent performing municipalities.
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Compliance monitoring and enforcement

In the 2022/23 financial year, a total of three hundred and eighty-five (385) cases were subject to investigation, in 
contrast to the three hundred and thirty-eight (338) cases investigated during the prior financial year. This represents a 
notable 14% increase in the number of cases investigated when compared to the previous financial period. The surge 
in the volume of cases examined can be attributed to various factors, including but not limited to an elevated incidence 
of reported pollution cases.

Several complaints have been reported regarding unlawful water uses and pollution-related cases, highlighting non-
compliance in various sectors. The agriculture sector accounts for the highest proportion of reported cases, with 28% 
of the complaints attributed to this industry. Additionally, commercial activities have been implicated in 2% of the 
reported cases, while domestic and private water usage accounts for 5% of the complaints. Non-compliance issues 
have also been observed in government sectors, with national and provincial entities comprising 2% of the reported 
cases. The industry sector has been found to be non-compliant in 9% of the reported cases, while local government 
municipalities responsible for wastewater treatment works make up a significant portion of the complaints, totalling 
28%. Furthermore, the mining sector has been flagged in 21% of the reported cases, indicating a significant concern for 
water-related complaints in this sector. Lastly, tourism and other sectors each account for 2% and 3% of the reported 
cases, respectively.

The court judgements can be summarised as follows:   

•	 The State vs Nigel Press Blaker:   On 19 January 2023 the Accused settled a penalty sum of R1 770 392.75 for 
illegally abstracting dam water for crop irrigation without a water use authorisation agreed to through an 
informal mediation agreement entered with the Department.

•	 The State vs Roy Clifford Braithewaite:   Accused settled a penalty sum of R1.5 million for constructing an illegal 
dam agreed to through a Mediation Agreement entered into with the Department on 24 November 2022.

•	 The State vs Thaba Chweu Local Municipality:   The Accused was convicted and sentenced on 13 June 2022 in 
respect of the plea agreement as follows:   In respect of Counts 1, 4, and 5 for purposes of sentence the Accused 
was fined to a sum of R10 000000-00 of which half was suspended for a period of five years on certain conditions. 

The exercise of powers that Environmental Management Inspectors (EMIs) have been trained on, specifically for 
opening and investigating criminal cases, and the time and resources needed to conduct criminal investigations. 
Capacity constraints and lengthy criminal processes further exacerbate the situation. There is a challenge in giving 
effect to the execution of works when users fail to comply with directives, primarily due to resource availability and the 
difficulty of budgeting for such items. The delay in the execution of works is directly linked to budgetary issues.

Inequitable water allocation

Validation and verification 

The process of validation and verification (V&V) of existing lawful water uses (ELU) seeks to provide scientific and 
legal information on the extent and the lawfulness of water use that was exercised two (2) years prior the promulgation 
of the National Water Act as provided for in Section 32-35 of the Act. This water is mainly within the agricultural sector 
and is mainly used by white commercial farmers. The information generated from V&V assists the department to better 
manage the country’s water resources through updating of the WARMS database, identification of unlawful water uses 
and providing basis for planning for compulsory licensing, and water allocation. 
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To date, out of 104 768 properties that needed to be verified, 51.6% (54019) have been verified see the Table below.

This figure may change by the end of 2023/24 FY as V&V was conducted for the Olifants with 3800 properties expected 
to be verified and 229 properties within the Mokolo catchment respectively. Both these catchments are within the 
newly configured Limpopo- Olifants WMA. The remainder of the verification process will be finalized through the new 
CMAs from the current financial year (2024/25) as delegated.

Water Use Authorisation 

A total of 14 804 decisions on water use authorisation applications were made since the promulgation of the Act until 
December 2023. A significant achievement in terms of regulating water use by means water use authorization in terms 
Section 22 of the National Water Act, no 36 of 1998; of the decisions that were made 9 711 are water use licenses and 
2 179 confirmations of General Authorizations. The remaining total of 2 914 (20 %) applications were either withdrawn 
by applicants, closed / rejected by the applicant, or declined. 

The department introduced the water use licensing processing timeframes in March 2017 when the Regulations 
Regarding the Procedural Requirements for Water Use Licence Applications were published. The 300 days turnaround 
time for processing water use licence applications implemented in 2017 was reduced to 90 days in April 2021 as a 
way to contribute to accelerated economic development. Currently the department is able to finalise 62 % of the 
applications within 90 days. A number of interventions have been implemented to improve performance to at least 
more than 80 % in the 2024/25 financial year. The key amongst the interventions to improve performance is filling the 
vacant technical positions which will be completed by March 2024. 
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Registration Information Databases of Catchment Management Agencies 

The National Water Act (36 of 1998) provides for the progressive establishment of Catchment Management Agencies 
(CMAs) in the 6 water management areas (WMA) throughout South Africa. CMAs will take over responsibility for 
managing water resources at catchment management level. The CMAs will manage water resources and coordinate 
functions of other water management institutions within WMA’s. CMA’s will be delegated responsibility for setting 
charges, billing, and collection, probably quite soon after their establishment, as water use charges for water resources 
management represents the main source of funding for CMA operations. The billing and collection system is based on 
the national register of water use database (WARMS), which contain all the necessary water use information according 
to the category of use. The Accounts Receivable system is being installed to take the WARMS information and generate 
integrated and itemized invoices (including user charges for water resources management and for water resource 
infrastructure) for each user, based on the registration number. 

6.2	 Internal environment

The assessment of the Department’s resources and capabilities is essential in the realisation of the Department’s plan. 
The assessment is summarised below:   

Organisational alignment

From 2007, the Department had adopted an integrated approach on water resources and water services functions. This 
was evident in the 2014, organisational structure that received concurrence from the Department of Public Service and 
Administration (DPSA) and the National Treasury (NT).

When reviewing its organisational structure in 2019, several challenges inclusive of poor service delivery necessitated 
the Department’s reconsideration of this integrated approach to separate the water resources and water services 
functions. Some of the drivers of this separation include the alignment with the:   

•	 Existing National Water Act and Water Services Act.

•	 Sixth administration mandate. 

•	 Outcomes-based budgeting arising from the compensation of employees’ budget constraints.

•	 Water and sanitation master plan.

The process of re-designing the functional organisational structure, also resulted in the review and development of 
the service delivery model, the mapping of business processes, standard operating procedures, service standards, a 
concise service delivery charter and the service delivery improvement plan. 

The initiative has provided the Department with an opportunity to align its budget structure with the organisational 
structure as well as ensuring that the complete organisational structure is funded in line with the Medium-Term 
Expenditure Framework. As part of the implementation plan, the Department is in process of matching and placing 
employees against the structure and prioritising the filling of vacant posts. Implementation of the macro structure 
started on 01 April 2021.

On 28 March 2023, the Berg-Olifants (increased operational boundaries of Breede-Gouritz), Mzimvubu-Tsitsikamma, 
Pongola-Umzimkulu and Vaal-Orange catchment management agencies were listed as schedule 3A entities of the 
PFMA. This will affect the Department’s human resources as some officials would be transferred into the established 
CMAs.
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Managing data and information

Effective information management, monitoring and evaluation is crucial for the successful management and regulation 
of water resources or water services as it creates the platform to initiate interventions / actions, understand trends, adapt 
management plans appropriately or plan effectively for the future. This is particularly critical in an environment facing 
significant change. The lack of data and information resulting from weak monitoring and information systems that are 
outdated pose a high risk. Also, this is affected by budget constraints whilst the costs for running the programmes are 
increasing. Therefore, improved, and modernised information systems must be developed.

The use of information communication technology (ICT) in the department continues to play an enabling role in 
supporting the business processes. To this end, the department is embarking on a legacy technology modernisation 
drive while maintaining a high availability of ICT systems. Digital transformation presents the department with new 
opportunities to modernise service delivery through digital service delivery platforms that integrates products and 
services as new ways and approaches for improving service delivery and to bring about efficiencies in the water resource 
management environment. The lack of internal capacity to fill critical ICT posts poses a threat to the achievement of the 
departmental digital transformation aspirations.

Financial resources

Funding of the water sector comprises of capital for infrastructure development, operation and maintenance (O&M) 
along the water supply value chain, as well as funding for governance (plan, organize, lead and control) and effective 
management of water and sanitation services provisioning. 

The financial health of the water and sanitation sector, however, is challenged by several factors including but not 
limited to a funding gap; high non-revenue water; degradation of existing infrastructure asset; tariffs not cost reflective.

The WTE’s funding is mainly sourced from the revenue generated from water users for the supply of raw water. The TCTA 
charge (Capital Unit Charge) is invoiced to customers and paid to TCTA irrespective of whether the money has been 
received or not. The National Water Resource Infrastructure (NWRI ) charge is used for Operations and Maintenance 
and refurbishment, as well as improvement of infrastructure assets. Other sources of revenue are from the fiscus/
augmentation, water resource management and construction work for external parties. The fiscus is mainly utilised 
to fund the social portion of new infrastructure development and improvement of infrastructure, 2/3 of the Acid Mine 
Drainage costs, and covers the head office support function. Augmentation received for water resources management 
is mainly utilised to cover the shortfall on the revenue for the Catchment Management Agency.

Raw water billing is substantial, but revenue collection remains a challenge. Water pricing is based on the “user-
pays” principle and tariffs from users provide a significant cash inflow to the sector with billing of raw water of about  
R18 billion per annum to more than 110,000 users. Billing and collection is a major administrative and operating 
challenge with such a large user base.

Revenue collection remains a challenge however, on-going interventions to improve debt management through 
improved debt management processes including the units specifically in the provinces had been initiated. 

Bulk raw water supply to domestic and industrial users (including mines and power stations) is often metered by the 
bulk user and the Department is not always directly involved, making meter reading problematic and erratic, impacting 
on billing and revenue collection. 

Municipal accounts represent about 39% (R9.5 billion) of the accumulated raw water debt at DWS, while water boards 
add another 27% (R6.5 billion), which is mostly also due to non-payment by local municipalities.

Irrigation water revenue is at 56% of billable amount. Irrigation water is poorly metered, and billing is at best described 
as “ad-hoc”. The large irrigation schemes have established water user associations (WUAs) and irrigation boards (IRBs), 
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who assist the Department with operation and maintenance of water distribution to irrigable farm areas and selected 
towns and industries located along the canals. Currently, 47 of the 240 WUAs are also assisting the Department with 
revenue collection through signed “billing agent agreements”.

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The department has been allocated a baseline of R72,989 billion over the Medium-Term Expenditure Framework 
(MTEF), i.e., R24,075, R25,159 and R23,755 billion for 2024/25, 2025/26 and 2026/27 respectively. 

The compensation of employees’ baseline has increased by R379,346 million over the MTEF due to the 2023 Wage 
Agreement i.e., R116,9, R128,120 and R134,285 million for the 2024/25, 2025/26 and 2026/27 respectively. 

The major allocations under goods and services over the MTEF consist of payments towards audit fees  
R191,116 million, computer services R520,959 million, consultants and infrastructure planning services R1,331 billion 
and office accommodation R2,099 billion. 

Over the MTEF period 64,9% of the baseline allocation is for transfers and subsidies toward infrastructure projects that 
are undertaken by municipalities through the Regional Bulk Infrastructure Grant R10,615 billion and Water Services 
Infrastructure Grant ((WSIG) R12,668 billion. Included in the transfers and subsidies over the MTEF through the budget 
facility for large infrastructure is the allocation of R1,153 billion for the raising of the Clan William Dam, uMkhomazi 
Water Project R4,200 billion for raw water components, olifant management model:   Phase 2b and 2f R2,422 billion. 
The department will be transferring funds to the Water Trading Entity (WTE) for capital projects to the value of  
R17,704 billion over the MTEF.

Under the payment for capital assets of which the budget constitutes 18,8% of the baseline allocation over the 
MTEF, the department is undertaking various projects through the indirect grants:   of Regional Bulk Infrastructure 
Grant (RBIG) with an allocation of R10,615 billion over the MTEF and (WSIG) with an allocation of R12,668 billion over  
the MTEF.

The programme provides strategic leadership, management and support services to the Ministry and the Department through 
various activities such as financial management, shared corporate support services, as well as the coordination of water resources 
between neighbouring countries.

Ministry provides for administrative support to the Minister, the Deputy Minister and their support staff, as well as making provisions 
for their salaries.

Departmental Management provides policy and strategic direction for water and sanitation management including independent, 
objective assurance and advisory services to improve the department’s operations such as risk management and internal audit.

Corporate Services provides enterprise-wide needed support based on specialised services such as human resources management, 
legal services, communications, corporate planning, monitoring and evaluation as well as and technology to serve internal customers.

Financial Management provides for planning, organising, controlling and monitoring financial resources with a view to achieve 
organisational goals and objectives. 

Office Accommodation makes payments for rental charges on all leased office space occupied by the department, and for municipal 
services such as electricity, water, and sewage and waste removal.

Provincial and International Coordination provides for the coordination of international relations on water and sanitation with 
neighbouring countries, salaries and operational budgets for the Department’s regional office heads.
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1.2	 Programme 2: Water Resource Management

The programme is responsible for the protection, use, development, conservation, management, and control of water resources in 
a sustainable manner for the benefit of all people and the environment. It provides for the development of a knowledge base for 
proper planning and informed decision making. It also provides for the development of effective policies and procedures as well as 
oversight of all water resource management institutions.

1.2.1	 Sub-programmes
Water Resources Management Support provides strategic leadership, management and support services to the programme as well 
as making provisions for associated salaries.

Integrated Water Resources Planning develops comprehensive plans for adequate water resource availability (quantity/ quality) in 
an equitable and environmentally sustainable manner to guide infrastructure development, systems, and services management in 
the water sector.

Water Ecosystems Management develops and implements measures to protect water resources through determining measures to 
manage water resources and developing guidelines and protocols for pollution control and rehabilitation. 

Water Resources Information and Management establish, coordinate and audit water resources monitoring networks /programmes; 
and develop and maintain integrated water information systems for data and information acquisition, assessment, and management 
to create a knowledge base on all water aspects for informed decisions on water management.

Water Resources Infrastructure Management develops, rehabilitates, and refurbishes bulk raw water resources infrastructure to 
meet the socio-economic and environmental needs of South Africa.

Water Resources Policy and Strategy develops water resources management policies and procedures and reviews the implementation 
thereof. This entails periodical review of the National Water Resource Strategy

Water Resources Regulation develops, implements, monitors and reviews water resource regulations particularly raw water pricing 
regulation; water use authorisation; compliance monitoring and enforcement; dam safety and resource protection and waste.

Water Resources Institutional Oversight is responsible for institutional governance and oversight of all water resource institutions 
and to facilitate their establishment and development. This entails establishing fully functional entities, providing institutional 
support, advisory services to CMAs, TCTA, WRC and WUAs.
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1.3	 Programme 3: Water Services Management

The programme addresses the water and sanitation services provision across water and sanitation value chain in support to water 
service authorities. The integration of bulk and retail water services to improve the coherence of the sector and to realise economies 
of scale and efficient use of water. It also provides for the development of effective policies, strategies, guidelines, and procedures 
and plans as well as oversight and regulation of all water service management institutions.

1.3.1	 Sub-programmes
Water Services Management Support provides strategic leadership, management and support services to the programme as well as 
making provisions for associated salaries.

Water Services and Local Management entails the development of strategies, guidelines, plans, information management for water 
and sanitation services and management across water and sanitation value chain. It supports and capacitate water and sanitation 
services institutions in providing planning and management frameworks, promotes water use efficiency, monitoring and evaluation 
of sector performance for the provision of sustainable water and sanitation services.

Regional Bulk Infrastructure Grant provides for the development of new infrastructure, and the refurbishment, upgrading and 
replacing of ageing infrastructure servicing extensive areas across municipal boundaries.

Water Services Regulation develops, implements, monitors and reviews water resource regulations particularly the water service 
authorities’ compliance with water supply regulations.

Water Services Policy and Strategy develops and reviews water services policies, procedure, and norms and standards; and monitors 
their implementation. 

Water Services Infrastructure Grant provides for the construction of new infrastructure and the rehabilitation of existing water and 
sanitation infrastructure through the grant transfer of water services schemes to water service institutions.

Water Services Institutional Oversight is responsible for institutional governance and oversight of all water services institutions and 
to facilitate their establishment and development. This entails establishing fully functional entities, providing institutional support, 
advisory services to water boards.
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2	 Explanation of planned performance over the planning period
The finalisation of the legislative revisions within the water resources and water services environment is an essential enabler for the 
Department’s performance. The completion of these revisions is planned over the medium-term and the other plans are summarised 
below: 

2.1	 Programme 1: Administration

The 2019-2024 Medium Term Strategic Framework (MTSF) emphasises the significance of empowering vulnerable and designated 
groups (i.e. women, youth and persons with disabilities). To support this, the Department plans to procure from these groups in line 
with the 2022 Preferential Procurement Regulations. 

Also, to support the compliance with several governance regulatory prescripts, the Department plans to implement an internal 
audit plan as approved by the audit committee. Also, plans are underway to implement risk management plans, safety and security 
measures, communications and public participation plans as well as the financial recovery plan. 

2.2	 Programme 2: Water Resource Management

As South Africa is a water scarce country, it is faced with the challenge of protecting water resources (i.e. quantity and quality) and 
the need to utilise water for social and economic development. Some of the country’s water resources are overused (e.g. polluted, 
the available water is already allocated and / or the surrounding environment is in a poor state) with other water resources are 
underutillised. The planned performance over the medium-term is summarised as follows:

The National Water and Sanitation Master Plan (NWSMP) indicates that by 2040, treated acid mine drainage and desalinated seawater 
will make a significant contribution to South Africa’s water mix, ground water usage will increase, and the over-reliance on surface 
water will reduce. Although some large surface water schemes are currently planned and developed, South Africa is approaching 
full utilisation of available surface water yields and is running out of suitable sites for developing large dams. The water re-use could 
guarantee availability of water supply (particularly for non-potable water uses); substantially lower water bill; supplement industry’s 
profitability by harvesting valuable resources contained in wastewater; and practice more environmentally sound water usage 
operations. Although the NWSMP indicates a planned reduction in the reliance of surface water, plans are underway to develop 
strategic water resources infrastructure projects that will ensure the security of water supply in the country’s economic hubs. Also, 
plans are underway to maintain and refurbish existing water resource infrastructure to ensure their optimal performance in securing 
water supply.

The classification of water resource classes and determining resource quality objectives is one of the measures that is intended 
to ensure the comprehensive protection of all water resources. These are designed to look after the quality of water, the quantity 
of water, the animals that live in the resource and the vegetation around the water resource. When these are healthy, the water 
resources function properly and can provide water. The resource quality objectives have been determined for most catchments in 
the country, but little has been done to implement and monitor compliance with them. The department is undertaking monitoring 
of compliance to the RQOs to assess if the standard and quality of the resource is improving or declining based on the set RQOs for 
the specific resource, the aim is to see the resource improving and the RQOs being implemented. These will allow water resource 
managers to manage demands on water resources and it will also make decision making easier. Monitoring of compliance to the 
RQOs will also enable the modification of programmes for resource management and impact control as and when necessary. The 
department has so far commenced with monitoring compliance RQOs of four river systems.

The NWA requires the establishment of national monitoring and information systems, for all aspects of water resources. There is a 
well-established network of monitoring points that provide for the collection of data and information to assess among other things 
water quantity and quality as well as water use. It further includes information on the ecological properties of water resources, both 
surface and groundwater. The development, maintenance and refurbishment of gauging weirs seeks to improve the coverage of 
rainfall and runoff gauging that has deteriorated and, in some instances, no longer functional.

Strong regulation is critical to achieve water security in South Africa. An incentive-based regulation initiative pursuing excellence 
in wastewater service management was introduced to create a paradigm shift from minimum requirement compliance towards 
continued risk management. Over the medium-term, plans are underway to publish the Green Drop report that reviews the WSAs’ 
compliance with these requirements.
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One of the main mechanisms of ensuring access to sufficient water, protection of the environment, and reallocation of water to 
advance the previously disadvantaged communities is to control water use. Water use registration regulates the way water can be 
used. The 2017 regulations indicate that process of water use applications is undertaken within a period of 300 days of submitting 
such application. However, the Framework Agreement for the Jobs Summit called for a review of the turnaround time for considering 
water use license applications to 90 days. Plans are underway to improve the efficiency in processing the water use licensing. 

In response to the country’s poor water quality in strategic catchments, the Waste Discharge Charge System (WDCS) has been 
developed as a key instrument in supporting water quality management of the country, with the Waste Mitigation Charge (WMC) 
being a critical financial resource to support catchment water quality management. This Strategy has been developed, and 
implementation that will support the improvement in the quality of our water resources is planned in the water management areas 
over the medium-term. 

Compliance, monitoring and enforcement (CME) is one of the priority focus areas identified in the National Water Resources Strategy 
as it supports water allocation and water allocation reform (WAR) to ensure that water is used according to authorisation conditions, 
and by legally authorised water users.

2.3	 Programme 3: Water Services Management

Poor service delivery at municipal level requires the prioritisation of support to municipalities that are failing. The Executive 
authority has therefore identified the strengthening of the Department’s role in support and intervention at municipal level as the 
key strategic priority for the foreseeable future.

Strong regulation is critical to achieve water security in South Africa. An incentive-based regulation initiative pursuing excellence in 
drinking water and water use efficiency was introduced to create a paradigm shift from minimum requirement compliance towards 
continued risk management. Over the medium-term, plans are underway to publish the Blue Drop and No Drop reports that review 
the WSAs’ compliance with these requirements.

The integration of bulk and retail water services to improve the coherence of the sector and to realise economies of scale and 
efficient use of water. It also provides for the development of effective policies, strategies, guidelines, and procedures and plans as 
well as oversight and regulation of all water service management institutions.

Over the medium-term, plans are underway to implement programmes address the provision of water and sanitation services 
in support of water service authorities. The implementation of these programmes (i.e. regional bulk and water services) will 
improve the reliability of water and sanitation in municipalities. These will be supported by the monitoring of compliance with the 
water conservation and demand management targets for water use sector to reduce total the water requirements from existing 
infrastructure and those that are still under implementation. 

The Municipal Strategic Self-Assessment (MuSSA) is an annual review on the effectiveness of water services management within 
WSAs. The WSAs which may be a district, local, or metropolitan municipality undertake a structured self-evaluation of their current 
and expected future performance in providing water and sanitation services. The review is based on five “essence questions” for 18 
“business health attributes” related to service delivery in general and water and sanitation services. The MuSSA reports for each WSA 
provide an insight particularly on the strengths and vulnerabilities in terms of water and sanitation service delivery. The Department 
will conduct this annual assessment and the monitoring of municipal priority action plans for those WSAs that did not performance 
well in the MuSSA.
