REPLY:
The Department of Water Affairs and Forestry is currently identifying all informal settlements (squatter camps) and their water services needs in urban and rural areas of South Africa.  Most of the settlements have been identified and these comprise of about 1 010 informal settlements with an estimated total population of 4 678 526 people of which 2 854 240 have a basic water need and 4 115 896 have basic sanitation needs (refer to table below).

The current national basic water supply need is estimated at 7 million people.  This excludes the additional needs of migrating workers and illegal immigrants, which typically are part of informal settlements.  The effective total water services needs are therefore estimated at 8,85 million, which includes the 2,85 million living in informal settlements.


The current national basic sanitation need is estimated at 17,4 million, which includes 4,1 million people living in informal settlements.

· The information is derived from the census data and recent surveys undertaken by my Department and other National departments.

· Data on informal settlements is currently being updated and will include the data gaps (e.g. data on the Western Cape is still outstanding).
