Whether Kokstad's existing sewerage system, water purification works and storage dam meet the town's needs; if so, what are the relevant details; if not,

(2)
whether his department provides or intends providing any support to the Kokstad municipality; if not, why not; if so, what are the relevant details? 
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REPLY:

(1)
The existing sewerage and water purification works do not meet the town of Kokstad’s needs, whilst the Crystal Springs Dam and proposed weir, that serve as storage dams, will only suffice for about two or three years.

· The additional funding of R13,8 million granted for the existing sewerage and water purification works will only be sufficient for approximately one year.  The amount needed to upgrade these works is approximately R46,2 million.

· An investigation for an alternate dam site that could augment water supply from the Crystal Springs Dam and proposed weir is underway, but is still very preliminary.

(2)
No.  It is not the Department of Water Affairs and Forestry's mandate to provide financial support for upgrades intended by municipalities. The correct procedure is to approach the Consolidated Municipal Infrastructure Programme (CMIP) administered by the Department of Provincial and Local Government for funding.
