There are 14 institutions that report to the Minister of Water Affairs and Forestry with regard to compliance with section 55 (1) of the Public Finance Management Act, 1999 (Act 1 of 1999) (PFMA).

The financial year for the Trans-Caledon Tunnel Authority (TCTA) and the Water Research Commission (WRC) ends on 31 March of each financial year. These two institutions did submit their financial statements to the Auditor-General before 31 May 2005.

The financial year for all 12 Water Boards is 30 June of each financial year. They had until 31 August to submit their financial statements to the Auditor-General.  All Water Boards have confirmed that they have complied with the requirements of section 55 (1) of the Act.

All 14 institutions are aware of the requirements in terms of the PFMA and the Department always reminds them a month before the end of their financial year about the need to comply with the requirements of that Act.
