(a) & (b)
Yes the department has systems in place to capture and store water.
One of the main functions of the Department of Water Affairs and Forestry is the development and management of water resources which entails among others the storing of runoff from rainfall in a network of dams throughout the country. 

State dams are usually multi-purpose in nature, whereby the water is stored for use by the agricultural, industrial, domestic and mining sectors.  Most of these dams are also intended for management of floods due to high rainfall events, as well as to off set the effects of drought during low rainfall periods.
