Trees of the year

Did you know that we have two trees of the year for 2003? They are the Rhus chirendensis better known as Red Currant and the Pterocarpus angolensis better known as Wild Teak or Blood Wood.

The Rhus chirendensis grows from a shrub to a tall tree, often reaching to 20 meters. It is often deciduous and widespread in forests and forest margins. The flowers are minute yellowish and its fruits are yellowish-pink and become shiny red when mature.

The Pterocarpus angolenis is a medium size to large tree of up to 20 meters in height occurring along coastal areas but is also found in high lying areas. The flowers are orange-yellow pear shaped, while its fruit is a very distinctive light green to papery brown.
