Report on matters discussed by ATSG

Lifting of water restrictions:

The 5% water restriction on the City of Cape Town (implemented in 2006) was retained under article 6.1 of Schedule 3 of the NWA.  During the re-assessment thereof in September 2007, it was agreed that the status quo should remain.   Due to the excellent rain season this year, a submission will be written to request that the restrictions be lifted from 1 November 2008.  
Management support to WC/WDM initiatives
There will be a presentation on this issue at the SSC meeting (refer to item 7 on the agenda).

Institutional and management support for the implementation of WC/WDM is the main constraint experienced by all local authorities.  DWAF is developing a package of resources that can be made available to assist problematical operational aspects within local authorities.  Local authorities should, however, first identify their needs before approaching DWAF for funding.  

Re-establishment of the Technical Operations Committee (TOC)

It was felt that the TOC should be re-instated and should meet twice a year (or more often during restrictions).  The TOC will deal with technical issues of the WCWSS and be known as the Western Cape Supply System TOC.  The TOC should meet before the Strategy Steering Committee Meetings, so that the SSC could be updated on the work of the TOC and issues could be brought to the attention at the SSC meeting for discussion and decision-making, where necessary.
