Summary of the All Towns Reconciliation Strategies of Municipalities that share the Water Resources of the Western Cape Water Supply System
Except for the West Coast District Municipality (DM) the draft strategies of all the other towns are completed and in the process of finalisation.  The draft strategies for the West Coast DM are scheduled for end of March 2011.  The present and future impact of water use on the Western Cape System is summarised below.
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The strategies for West Coast DM have not been drafted yet and the information from a report by Element 
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The impact of social political interventions can be seen at Klapmuts where a 1600% growth in water requirement is projected.  This is part of the growth of the City of Cape Town and might as well happen within the boundaries of Cape Town itself – depending on urban planning decisions.  The bottom line is that all these towns are reliant on the same resources and should form an integral part of the planning process for the Western Cape Water Supply System’s (WCWSS) future water requirements.  In many cases the sources that could have been developed locally, already form part of the resources of the WCWSS and any further development of these resources will have an impact on the present or future yield of the WCWSS.  It also makes sense for the smaller towns to benefit from the economy of scale when being part of the bigger system.
Unaccounted for water are looked at and the implementation of Water Conservation and Water Demand Management measures is recommended as the first intervention to be implemented, development of groundwater where applicable and development of smaller local resources are also recommended where feasible, but in the end most of the future water requirements of these towns will need to be satisfied by the WCWSS.
District Municipality Summary Reports and a Western Cape Province Summary Report will be produced during April 2011.  The individual draft strategies are available on request.  Inputs to improve the strategies are most welcome.
The current contract ends on 30 June 2011, but it is envisaged that an Administrative and Technical Support Group will also be established to oversee the implementation of the Strategies by the WSAs and to update the strategies as and when necessary.
